· The tour will be entirely outdoors, so please dress for the weather. Be prepared for possible mud, dirt, cold, wind, and sun. Sturdy shoes and long pants are recommended.

· We have a portable toilet but minimal hand-washing facilities. Please bring sanitizing towels or something similar for hand cleaning.
· The hayride is somewhat loud (from the tractor’s motor) and bumpy. It can occasionally be too frightening for very small children. This is an optional activity. If necessary, we will pause the ride for people to get off and walk to other parts of the farm until the hayride returns.
· In the case of inclement weather, we will have some alternative rain dates that you may do the tour.
· The animals may only be fed items provided by the tour guide, such as hay or alfalfa.
